ALL LATER YEARS

by parents. If the student completes the work before Tuesday 8" February, presents the work to their
teacher, gets the work signed off and submits their completed slip to Leanne in the Later Years office, then
they will be removed from the lunch detention database. If they do not, students will receive recurring lunch
detentions every day until the work is completed.

Study room i students are reminded that the study room is a quiet, individual learning space, where later
years students may come during study periods, recess and lunch, to study and complete school work. No
food is allowed in the study room at any time, nor should students be in there to socialise.

Academic concern letters- Later years teachers will be sending home academic concern letters to the
parents of students who they believe are at risk of failing a subject, due to one or more of the following
reasons; lack of attendance, no-completion of course work, non-successful completion of a SAC or
behavioural concern.

SAC procedures and requirements - students are reminded that it is very important that if they are unwell
and have a day off school that they need a medical certificate to ensure that it is an approved absence.
This is particularly important on a day when a student has a SAC, failure to provide a medical certificate will
result in the student receiving a 000 -coming ébkeace, t
arrangements need to be made with the subject teacher prior to the date to sit the SAC before the period

of absence. If it is to be an extended absence then a note must be sent to the relevant sub-school or
assistant sub-school leader, to ensure that the correct procedures are followed.

These forms
outline the VCAA Rules and Regulations, and all students are expected to abide by them. Any breaches of
these rules will result may compromise their successful completion of their certificate

5.11.1 The VCAA rules for School-assessed Coursework and School-assessed Tasks

The VCAA sets down eight rules which a student must observe when preparing work for assessment by the
school.

They are:

1. A student must ensure that all unacknowledged work submitted for assessment is genuinely his/her own.
2. A student must acknowledge all resources used, including:

A text, websites and source materi al

A the name/ s a remon/swha pravised askistamae gnd the type of assistance provided.

3. A student must not receive undue assistance from another person in the preparation and submission of
work.

Acceptable levels of assistance include:

A the incor por a erialderived ffom otieesauscesqfor exaraplte, by reading, viewing or note
taking), but which has been transformed by the student and used in a new context

prompting and gener al advice from another pefson
correction.
Unacceptable forms of assistance include:
A use of, or copying of, another personds work or o
A corrections or improvements made or dictated by a

once within a study.

5. A student who knowingly assists other students in a breach of rules may be penalised.

6. A student must sign an authentication record for work done outside class at the time of submitting the
compl eted task. This declaration states that al
7. A student must sign a general declaration that he/she will obey the rules and instructions for the VCE,
and accept its disciplinary provisions.

8. A student undertaking School-assessed Coursework or School-assessed Tasks tests must comply with
examination rules.
